Plant America with Trees: Each One Plant One 

 

 

Gay Austin, NGC President, has a new initiative - Plant America with Trees: Each One Plant 

One.  She is challenging each of the 165,000 members in NGC to plant at least one native tree 

during her administration from 2019 to 2021. This program is in response to climate change.  

Native trees not only help with the reduction of carbon in the atmosphere but they also support 

wildlife by offering habitats and food for wildlife and support pollinators.  

I found this study interesting: 

A recent study using Google EarthÈ mapping published in ñScience Magazineò concluded: 

ñé there is enough space globally to plant more than a trillion trees without interfering with      

existing farmland or citiesé an area of trees about the size of the United States could scrub   

205 billion metric tons of carbon from the atmosphere ð out of the roughly 300 billion metric 

tons of man-made carbon pollution produced over the past 25 years.ò 

So, take up the challenge and plant a native tree! Check with a Master Gardener about what   

native trees are good for our area. This information is from an article by Victoria Bergesen, 

Chairman, Climate Change Committee, NCG.
